MINISTER’S MESSAGE

Dr. David Hawkins wrote a powerful book entitled Power Vs. Force. Dr. Hawkins has developed a method of Kinesiology

acceptance, love, joy, and peace. While toward the bottom of the scale, the number 200 contains, lack, limitation and
not enough.

Dr. Hawkins states that about 15% of the world’s population lives in a state of willingness, acceptance, love, joy, and
peace. While about 85% exists in a consciousness that is below 200. That might seem very unbalanced and perhaps
even evokes a feeling of hopelessness and thinking that the 85% are pulling down the world’s consciousness into a
tangle of anger, fear, grief, apathy, guilt, and shame.
