In my Minister’s Message in the last
Newsletter (December/January), | wrote
about the Ringing Cedars Series, book
one Anastasia. | have continued
reading the series since then, and have
just completed book 5. Briefly the
series is about a Russian trader,
Vladimir Megre’, who, in 1995, met a
woman who lived in Siberia, Anastasia.
For many generations her people had
lived there in very pristine conditions
having all of their needs met through
the abundance that God provides. The
series is filled with the wisdom and the
teachings of Anastasia. Her teachings
align with Unity’s.

These books have been read by millions
of people around the world, and have
had a powerful effect on many people,

awakening them to the greater awareness
of who they are in Truth — Spiritual
beings having a human experience.

The book talks about a visit to Nikolai
Fiodorovich a Philosophy professor at a
prestigious Moscow university. Nikolai
was in his 70’s and retired. Due to
difficulty with his legs he spent most of
his time in a wheel chair reading and
studying. He lived in a two-storey
mansion with a housekeeper, Galina. For
four years Nikolai spent all of his time in
this manner, slowly but surely
deteriorating; and, then one day someone
gave him a copy of the Ringing Cedars
Series.

Galina asked Vladimir to visit Nikolai.
She was very worried about some strange

new behavior that Nikolai was exhibiting.
She had found him on the floor doing push-
ups, even though he could hardly walk.
Nikolai greeted VIadimir with more vigor
and enthusiasm than usual, and by-passing
all small talk, he began their conversation
by asking, “Do you know, Vladimir, what
marvelous times are coming upon our
Earth? 1 don’t want to die — | want to live
on this kind of Earth.” He seemed to have
caught the idea from the Ringing Cedars
books that “Now is the Time; We are the
Ones.”

As we step into year two of our three year
Pilot Program, Transformational
Experience — Enlightened Leaders, over 50
people in our congregation have taken The
Art and Practice of Living with No One and
Nothing Against You. They, too, have
